Building Works Commence!

Next week will see the removal of the old portable classroom north of the

stage in the quadrangle.

Construction of the new building has already commenced off site and
preparation for ground works will commence before the end of this year.

The building will be delivered in pre-assembled modules early in February
2019 after ground works, including excavation and establishment of
footings, are completed during the January break.

It is expected that Years 5&6 classes will move into the new classrooms
before the end of Term 1 with the demolition of the old Annex scheduled
for Easter in 2019.

Years 3-6 Sports Uniform from 2019!

Last night the School Council approved the introduction of a School Sports
Top for Years 3-6 as part of the school uniform.

It is intended that this will be a part of the compulsory school uniform for
Years 3-5 from next year, in 2019 and for Years 3-6 from 2020.

This uniform is to be worn on Phys-Ed days, sports days, at interschool
sports and when a student represents the school in sport. Purchasing this
top will be a pre-condition of participation in an Interschool Sports team
from 2019.

For Grade 6, in 2019 only, purchasing this top will be optional, with the
school providing a pool of loan tops for those Grade 6 students who are
participating in Interschool Sport and do not have their own top.

We believe that this will be a great addition to promote school pride and
further engage children in physical activities especially when representing
the school at various events

Tops will be able to be purchased through the Uniform Store at GRPS, at
a cost of $45 (incl. GST) from the start of 2019.
